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The aims of the Awards event, are to:
· raise the profile of Australian Muslim individuals and organisations 

· to promote their achievements and prominence in the Australian society
· encourage Australian Muslims to participate and excel in areas within the Australian society
The Awards are open to any Australian Muslim within the relevant categories

There are two phases to the Awards: 

- Australian Muslim Achievement Awards (11 categories) 

- 1 award for a mainstream organisation that has supported the initiatives of MoH 



Categories of Each Award:

1. Woman of the Year 

2. Man of the Year 

3. Youth of the Year (ages 16-26) 

4. Business of the Year 

5. Sportsperson of the Year 

6. Event of the Year 

7. Media Outlet of the Year 

8. Role Model of the Year

Three NEW categories have been introduced for 2006:

9. Humanitarian/Charity Agency of the Year

10. Professional of the Year

11. Best New Community Project/Initiative of the Year



Awards Process

Judging will be undertaken by an independent panel of experienced and skilled people from a range of fields from the Muslim community. The Panel’s assessment of each entry will be bound by the judging criteria. The initial judging panel will assess each nomination according to the criteria and select the winners once the final 3 in each category is announced.  The panel will only select the winner of the “Achievement Awards”. 
The Judging Panel announcing the final winners will consist of independent panel members that are not formally affiliated with the sponsoring bodies.

Awards Criteria

Regard will be given to the nominee's achievements in the year immediately prior to the receipt of the Award, as well as their past achievements and ongoing contribution to the Muslim community and Australian society.

The Judging criteria are:

- Demonstrated achievements in their respective category
- Leadership
- Contribution to the Australian Muslim community and Australian society
- Initiative, creativity and perseverance

Judging will be carried out based on:

- Answers to entry form questions
- Personal resume of Organisation’s profile
- Personal Organisation/Company profile
- Supporting documents such as written references, certificates of achievement etc 
- Referees checks

Nominees are initially assessed against each other and the judging panel will decide on the winners and categories for the year based on the Awards criteria.

Please include supporting documents with your nomination in order to increase the likelihood that your selection will reach the top candidates of whom an independent panel will select the winner. Examples of supporting information can include: pamphlets, personal references, portfolios, photographs, weblinks etc.

The THREE finalists in each category will be known 1 month before the Awards night on the MoH website.

The judging panel will select the Achievement Awards and their decision is final.

Winners’ names will be embargoed until they are announced at the Awards on Saturday the 2nd of December 2006. Venue: Bosphorous Lounge, 7 Station Road, Auburn – NSW.



How to enter

To enter the 2006 Australian Muslim Achievement Awards, entrants must prepare an emailed submission, which includes the following:

- Curriculum Vitae or Organisations’ profile (depending on category)
- A 200-word profile of the nominee for use in presentation events, promotions and media releases
- Additional information, which is believed significant, relevant and supports the nomination
- Completed Entry Form, attached to the front page of the submission
- All materials should then be sent to MoH by email by October 27th 2006.
- Upon receipt of the nomination, both nominee and nominator will be advised via email of the Awards presentation process.



Conditions of entry

1. Information on how to enter form part of the terms and conditions of entry.
2. Entry in the Australian Muslim Achievement Awards is free and open to all Australian Muslims.
3. Nominees must be Australian citizens and be of the Muslim faith.
4. Executive Board of Mission of Hope are not eligible to enter or be nominated in 2006.
6. Members of the Judging Panel are not eligible to enter.
7. Nominations may only be made on the official form, via email. 

8. Nominees failing to address the Awards criteria will not be eligible.
9. All submitted materials remain the property of MoH and will not be returned.

10. Nominees agree to make themselves available without cost for publicity purposes as required.
11. Nominees agree to allow the use of their nomination information for publicity purposes.
12. The judges’ decision is final and no correspondence will be entered into.
13. Nominations close on Friday 27th October, 2006. No extensions will be granted.
